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Case Presentation Guidelines  

Present your case clearly, simply, and in a way that invites discussion. 

Case Presentation Checklist 
1. Signalment 
Species, breed, age, sex, weight; note any 
predispositions. 

2. Presenting Complaint & History 
Why the patient was seen, duration, 
progression, and relevant background. 

3. Problem List 
Key abnormalities from history, 
examination, and initial tests. 

4. Differentials 
Main realistic possibilities considered. 

5. Diagnostic Plan 
What tests were chosen and why. 

6. Findings 
Key results, with images or loops if 
available. 

7. Diagnosis 
Working diagnosis or most likely 
diagnosis. 

8. Management 
Treatment, monitoring, follow-up, and 
practical challenges. 

9. Outcome 
Short- and long-term response if known. 

10. Discussion Points 
Questions, dilemmas, uncertainties, or 
alternative approaches. 

Keep in Mind 

Your presentation should last less than 20 min (leaving10 min for discussion 

Simple or complex cases are equally valuable. 

Polished slides are not required. A few images and bullet points are enough. 

The aim is shared learning, not performance. 

HVC cardiologists will support and guide the discussion.
